Where did June go? I hope you are all taking time to enjoy the longer days and
finding ways to renew and reenergize during the summer months.

The Minnesota Office of Justice Programs (OJP) released the prosecutorial-
based general crime victim funding request for proposals (RFP) earlier this
week. All counties that are not currently funded by OJP are eligible to
apply, as are select city attorney offices. This funding is critical to ensuring
victims of crime receive the support and services they need. Even if a
community program within a county receives general crime victim funding, the county attorney’s office is still



eligible to apply. This funding is designed to enhance crime victim services in every county in Minnesota.

When a similar RFP was released in 2016, some counties questioned the sustainability of the funding. While
nothing is guaranteed, crime victim programs have been supported in Minnesota by state and federal funding
since the mid-1970s. Recently, federal Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) funds significantly increased due to
increased collection of federal fines and fees, the source of VOCA funds (not taxpayer dollars). VOCA and
state funding has been extremely stable. These funds are sustainable and consistent.

MAC is here to provide technical assistance to any county or city that applies for the funding. The
RFP is straightforward and you don’t have to be an experienced grant writer to complete the application. MAC
is happy to offer assistance at any point of the grant writing/application process. Let us support you in your
efforts to enhance crime victim services in your county or city!

This is an opportunity for every county in Minnesota to increase its capacity to provide effective victim
services. Currently these dollars are earmarked for general crime victims, so don’t leave money on the table
that could make a difference for victims in your county.

As promised, the Minnesota Office of Justice Programs is releasing the attached RFP for funding of crime
victim staff within county and city prosecutorial offices to address the needs of victims in cases being
prosecuted and to assist the office in complying with its statutory crime victim obligations.

The application is due August 8, 2017, for funding starting October 1, 2017. Funding covers a 2-year grant
period (which differs from the initial informational sheet, which listed the funding for a 12-month grant period).
The funding chart has been updated to display the 2-year maximum grant amount and the counties/cities
eligible to apply.

The RFP should answer most questions. We will make available a Frequently Asked Questions document
and will follow-up questions so all potential applicants have access to the same information. Please contact us
with questions. 

All applications must be submitted via E-grants, the Office of Justice Programs (OJP) online grants
management system. Applications must be submitted by 4:00 p.m. on August 8, 2017. Download
RFP.
